Bride, place ring on Groom’s left finger, repeat after me:
Groom, with this ring, I thee wed. This ring I give you, is my personal gift and my personal promise, of love and trust, and pride that you are my husband. We will wear these rings, and the world will know that I am yours and you are mine.

As you travel through life together, I want to remind you that true joy and peace is found within the love you hold in your hearts. I would ask that you hold the key to you heart very tightly. 

God is Love. Love conquers all. Remember that it is love which brings you here together. It is love that will make this wonderful union and it is love which will make this union forever. Together you have found one and other.
